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DISCUSSION
Stojanovic:

What are the grounds for assuming the Latvian two-segment sequences should be considered
diphthongs, as both components were said to be syllabic?

How did you arrive at the conclusion that English (ei, ou) are the shortest diphthongs, and
did you take into consideration the difference in length of the two diphthongs occurring before
voiceless and voiced consonants respectively?

Neiland:

Latvian two-segment sequencies are considered true diphthongs, as they are pronounced in one
syllable, and have a single intensity culmination. They can be opposed to each other as one unit.
As both components of Latvian diphthongs are distinctly and fully pronounced, linguists often
refer to them as syllabic.

English diphthongs were experimentally investigated by us isolated and occurring between
voiceless consonants. In these positions (ei) and (ou) are far shorter than other diphthongs.
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
